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To Whom It May Concern:

Three years ago, the Countywide Youth Commission, decided that in order to fulfill its duty to the youth of Contra Costa County, it was necessary to reach out and gather data about youth concerns, issues, and ideas directly from the youth themselves. Thus, in the gyms and multi-use rooms of high schools across the county’s five districts, the Commission conducted a series of Youth Forums to gauge the opinions of Contra Costa’s young people. From those forums, the Police Survey was born.
The concerns expressed by Forum attendees were wide ranging and diverse. One issue, however, transcended age, race and geographic boundaries. Youth relations with law enforcement came up again and again in the Forums. Many respondents expressed feelings of alienation from and hostility towards law enforcement. Some stated that they felt discriminated against or harassed by law enforcement. There was clearly a problem.
The Forums did not provide any obvious strategies for improving youth - law enforcement relations, however, and the Commission found that it lacked the data even to define the problem. The Forums gave no clear picture of how or why youth-law enforcement relations were not going smoothly.

Over the period of a year and a half, the Commission worked to create a survey that would probe into the nature of the problem. In spring 2005, the Commission distributed the survey to almost 2600 students from nine high schools. The students were primarily in tenth and twelfth grade classes.  The anonymous survey contained seventeen objective questions and two subjective responses, allowing respondents to freely express their opinions about law enforcement while still collecting statistically significant data. The survey also collected data on the ethnicity of survey respondents and the results revealed that the survey’s demographics generally mirrored the 2000 Census results, albeit with a slight under representation of Caucasians. What follows is a summary and analysis of data the Commission collected.

The purpose of the Police Survey was not, however, simply to examine the problem of tension in youth – law enforcement relations. Rather, the Survey was meant to give policy makers and stakeholders the tools to craft long term solutions to the issues presented herein. To this end, the Commission analyzed the data and crafted four specific recommendations to policy makers. These recommendations are included in this report. The Commission plans to continue its study of this problem and issue further recommendations in the future.
The Commission wants to work with all interested parties in local government, law enforcement, and the community to seek innovative solutions to the problems in youth – law enforcement relations. The Commission believes that only through a cooperative effort with all stakeholders will Contra Costa be able to address this critical issue that is making life more difficult for youth and law enforcement officials.

Overview 

History of the Police Survey
In 2003, the Countywide Youth Commission conducted a series of youth forums with the goal of determining the major issues facing youth.  There were two overwhelming issues that arose throughout the county: transportation and relationships with law enforcement. The Commission tackled the issue of transportation during its 2003-2004 term and turned to addressing the issue of youth-law enforcement relations in 2004-2005.  The results from the forums in 2003 left the Commission with many questions.  What were the problems of youth-law enforcement relations and why were there problems?  The Commission determined that the best way to find the answers to these questions and gather the data necessary to address the root of the problem was to create a survey. The survey would be distributed to teens throughout Contra Costa County and would allow the Commission to get the information necessary to determine the nature and scope of the problem.

Survey Formation and Distribution

The survey consisted of 17 questions, tailored to explore the root of youth-law enforcement tension in the hopes of understanding the problem and finding a solution. 

The questions were designed to gather data about the individual taking the survey and gauge their opinions and feelings about law enforcement. The first section asked the respondent to enter his or her demographic information. The survey did not request the respondent’s name and remained confidential to encourage honest answers. It did, however, ask for the respondent’s grade, gender, ethnicity and school. 

The second section of the survey asked about the respondent’s relationship with law enforcement. The first four questions were general inquiries about the respondent’s perception of law enforcement. The next two questions dealt with school resource officers.
The next section related to the respondent’s driving behavior and interactions with law enforcement on the road. Question numbers seven through twelve were primarily about the respondent’s driving habits and traffic stops. Respondents were asked how often they had been pulled over and if they thought that law enforcement officials targeted youth for traffic stops.
The final section sought to measure the respondent’s feelings and attitude towards law enforcement.  They were asked if they believe they would be or have been treated fairly and also why respondents thought they had been treated that way. To conclude, there were two free answer questions about law enforcement in general.

For a sample copy of the survey see Appendix A.
The surveys were distributed primarily to students in tenth and twelfth grades.  The rationale behind using tenth and twelfth grade students was mainly due to the fact that few tenth graders could drive and thus might have had a significantly different experience with law enforcement than older students.
The survey distribution locations were chosen using a modified random draw.  One school from each high school district in the County was selected at random. Two additional schools were then selected from the names of all the high schools in the County. This modified random selection of schools surveyed represents an attempt at an economically, racially, and geographically diverse sample that captured the feelings of students across the county. Some schools that were in the random drawing were replaced or eliminated due to resistance from school administrators or other logistical problems. The schools sampled were:
· Acalanes High School
· Alhambra High School
· Antioch High School
· Clayton Valley High School
· De Anza High School
· Deer Valley High School
· El Cerrito High School
· Freedom High School
· Los Lomas High School
· Monte Vista High School
At some schools, teachers conducted the surveys; at others, Commissioners conducted the surveys. The surveys were supposed to be distributed by tenth grade English and twelfth grade government teachers to every class they taught during the day.  Some schools did not follow these directions, but the Commission believes that because of the demographic data they collected, their data is still valid. All the surveys were distributed and returned during April and May of 2005.

Data Compilation
Data was entered into an Excel spreadsheet, which allowed the Commission to sort data by school or ethnicity or any other factor. This allowed a closer examination of data of certain socioeconomic and social groups. The final data was compiled into three different sets of results. It was examined as an aggregate of all surveys, by school, and by ethnicity. In the analysis of the data sorted by school and ethnicity, some questions have been omitted as they did not seem to be affected by school or race. The raw data and percentages of the aggregate scores can be found on Appendix B, the data sorted by school can be found in Appendix C and the data sorted by ethnicity can be found in Appendix D.

Comparing the demographic data presented above to data from the 2000 Census (http://quickfacts.census.gov/qfd/states/06/06013.html) reveals that the survey sample generally mirrored Contra Costa’s demographics, ensuring that race and ethnicity likely did not significantly skew the survey results from the opinions of youth at large.
Question #1: If you were to have an interaction with police, how do you believe you would be treated?

This question was aimed at gauging young people’s perception of law enforcement.  When asked whether they believed they would be treated fairly during an interaction with law enforcement, most respondents (68.4%) believed they would be treated fairly.  31.6%, however, believed they would be treated unfairly in law enforcement interactions.  This is approximately a 2:1 ratio of fair to unfair treatment expectations by students.

On a scale from 1-10, most students felt that law enforcement officers were there to help them.  A majority of the respondents answered somewhere in the middle, the equivalent of a neutral answer.  65.6% of students had a neutral to positive interpretation of the role of law officers, while 34.4% had a negative view of law enforcement officers.

Question #3: Are your interactions with law enforcement:

The same bell shaped trend continues in this question. A large majority answered toward the middle and there were slightly more positive than negative responses. Overall, most respondents have had neither distinctly positive nor negative interactions with law enforcement.  Rather, over half (52.9%) reported neutral interactions with law enforcement.  More students had positive interactions (27.8%) than negative interactions (19.2%).

Question #4:  Have you ever had a positive interaction with law enforcement?

The majority (64.4%) of students have had a positive interaction with law enforcement.  35.6% of students have not had a positive interaction, which does not indicate that they had a negative interaction.

Question #5: Does your school have a school resource officer or frequently have a law enforcement official on campus?

The vast majority of students—over 95%—have a school resource officer or law officer constantly on their campus.

Question #5a: Have you had any interactions with the school resource officer?

Of those students that have an officer at their school, most (69.8%) have not had an interaction with the official(s).

Question #5b: How were your interactions?

The students who have had an interaction with the official(s) had varied responses.  31.5% had neutral interactions, while 44.2% and 24.3% had positive and negative interactions, respectively.  Although nearly a quarter of respondents had negative interactions, almost half had positive interactions.

Question #6: Do you think having a law enforcement official on your campus is a good idea?

This question was posed to all respondents, even those without a resource officer. The interesting thing is even though a majority of youth hadn’t had an interaction, a vast majority (80.8%) thought that having a resource officer was a good idea.
Question #7: Do you have a driver’s license?

Question 7 was an introductory question attempting to get a reference of how many of those who took the survey had a driver’s license. About 45% of the teens surveyed had a license, which is in line with the age figures. The data was not broken down because the question was on the survey for a reference to the other questions about driving and traffic stops.

Question #8: How frequently do you drive a car?

Question 8 was another introductory question, in order to gauge how often teens drove and take this into account for other questions. The data from question 8 was not broken down, and 1,327 of the 2,586 teens surveyed answered the question, or about 51.3%. This number is more than the 1,155 that had a driver’s license, which can be explained by a small number of the group surveyed driving without a license, either with a permit or illegally. Of the 1,327 that answered question 8, 80% said that they drove every day, and another 12% said they drove at least once a week. Overall, an overwhelming majority of those teens who have a license drive every day.

Question #9: Do you think law enforcement officials target youth for traffic stops?

Almost three-fourths of respondents said that youth are targeted for traffic stops. This number indicates that this is where youth and law enforcement clash, and where the roots of the problem are. While at school, youth seem not to be affected by law enforcement, however, the roads are a different scenario. This question shows that this is where we must focus our efforts.


Question 9 was a yes or no question asking if youth felt they were unfairly targeted for traffic stops. Though only 45% of those surveyed had a license, almost everyone answered this question. A large majority of those surveyed, almost 3 out of every 4 teens, felt that law enforcement did target youth unfairly, including those that did not drive. 
For the breakdown on ethnicity, Caucasian and Asian were both very close to the overall 73.3% that said yes, with Caucasian’s saying yes 73.2% of the time and Asians saying yes 73% of the time. Hispanics were slightly higher at 74.2%, and Pacific Islanders, African-Americans, and Native Americans were even higher, at 76%, 78%, and 90% (9/10) respectively. Those who put other for ethnicity were slightly below the overall mark at 70.3%. Ethnically it is fairly even, except for Native Americans, African-Americans, and Pacific Islanders, who felt they were targeted more, though the overall 73.3% rate shows that youth as a whole feel very discriminated against for traffic stops. As for the school breakdown, Acalanes and to a lesser extent Monte Vista and Clayton Valley felt they were discriminated against more while Las Lomas, Antioch, Deer Valley, El Cerrito, De Anza, and Freedom were near the overall percentage and Alhambra was below. This may be due to each law enforcement agency, the sample size of the school, or the breakdown of students at those schools. 

Question #10: How often have you been in a car stopped by law enforcement?

Never – 856 (33.5%)

One Time – 507 (19.8%)

Although the most common response was never, a vast majority of respondents has been stopped at least once. It is also worth noting that 1701 youth said that they had been pulled over, while a somewhat similar number, 1846, said that youth are targeted at traffic stops.

Question 10 sets up questions 11 and 12 by asking how many times the teens surveyed had been in a car stopped by law enforcement, as a driver or as a passenger. About one third (33.5%) said never, and 1701 teens said they had been in a car that was pulled over one or more times. About 39% of the total group surveyed had been in a car stopped by an officer once or twice, 17% 3-4 times, and 10.7% 5 or more times. 
Broken down by school, Antioch, Alhambra, Freedom, Deer Valley, and El Cerrito were all fairly close to the overall, with only minor deviations. The only schools that stood out by more than a couple percent were De Anza, which had more teens answer never and fewer teens answer every other option, Acalanes, which had fewer teens answer never, once or twice and more teens answer three, four, or five or more times, Las Lomas, which had more answer one and two and fewer answer never, Monte Vista, which has fewer answer five or more but more answer in the middle range of one to three, and Clayton Valley, with lower totals for never and twice, and higher totals for once and five or more times. Ethnically, Caucasians had slightly lower numbers for never and slightly higher for three and five or more. African-Americans had similar results, only the difference was significantly greater in each category. Asians and Pacific Islanders both had significantly higher numbers for never and lower numbers for three, four, and five or more. Hispanics had higher numbers for never and lower numbers for three times but were closer to the overall for four and five or more. Native Americans had 30% never, 30% once, 30% twice, and 10% five or more, and those who marked other had higher numbers for never, lower numbers for three times, and were even with the overall numbers for everything else. 

Question #11: Do you believe the stop(s) was (were) justified?

Yes – 562 (31.2%)

No – 545 (30.2%)

Maybe – 695 (38.6%)

Although a majority of respondents thought youth were targeted for traffic stops, almost one third (31.2%) thought that the stops were justified, while only 30.2% thought the stops were unfair.
Question 11 asks all those who answered that they had been in a car that was pulled over whether or not they felt the stop(s) were justified. About 31% said yes, 30% no, and 38.6% said maybe, a relatively even split. 
Broken down by school, Monte Vista, Clayton Valley, Antioch and Freedom all were very close to the overall percentages. Acalanes had more teens answer yes and no, and fewer maybes. Las Lomas had more answer yes and the same percentage answer no. Alhambra had more students answer yes and fewer answer no. Deer Valley had more students answer no and the same percentage as the overall answer yes. El Cerrito had fewer students answer yes and the same percentage answer no. De Anza students answered no less than the overall and yes at the same percentage. Ethnically, Caucasians had a higher percentage of yes and a lower percentage of no, African-Americans had a much lower percentage of yes and a somewhat higher percentage of no, and Asians had a normal percentage of yes and a fairly low percentage of no, with a higher percentage of maybe. Hispanics had a slightly lower percentage for yes and a slightly higher percentage for no; Native Americans had a slightly lower percentage of yes and a higher percentage of no, with 7 total answers. Pacific Islanders had a normal percentage for yes, and a fairly high percentage for no, and other had a slightly low percentage for yes and a normal percentage for no.
Question #12: During the traffic stops, how would you rate the officer’s attitude towards you? If you have been in numerous stops, give the most common reaction.

Question 12 asks on a scale how respectful the officer was during the traffic stop. 46.4% of those who answered said neutral, while about 24% answered on the respectful side and about 30% answered on the disrespectful side. 
Ethnically, Caucasians had percentages comparable to the overall results. African-Americans had a much higher percentage of disrespectful, somewhat lower neutral and lower respectful. Asians had lower percentages for disrespectful and respectful, and a higher percentage for neutral. Hispanics had a slightly lower percentage for disrespectful and slightly higher for respectful. Five of the seven Native Americans answered neutral, with one each for respectful and disrespectful. Pacific Islanders had 0% for very disrespectful but higher than normal percentages for disrespectful and neutral, and lower percentages for respectful and very respectful. Those that marked other had slightly lower percentages for respectful and very respectful and a slightly higher percentage for neutral. Broken down by school, Antioch and Clayton Valley were about the same as the overall percentages, Monte Vista and Las Lomas had higher percentages of respectful and of neutral with similar percentages in disrespectful, Acalanes and Deer Valley both had fairly high percentages of disrespectful and low percentages of respectful, Alhambra and Freedom had lower percentages for disrespectful and higher percentages for neutral and respectful, El Cerrito had percentages relatively close to the overall except for very disrespectful, which dropped from 4.4% to 1.9%, and De Anza had normal percentages for the disrespectful and respectful sides, but relatively low for very respectful and relatively high for very disrespectful.

Question #13: Have you ever been treated unfairly by law enforcement officials? 

Yes – 753 (29.4%)

No – 1329 (51.9%)

Maybe – 480 (18.7%)

A similar number of people thought that they had been treated very disrespectfully or disrespectfully (29.8%) when compared to the percentage that thought they were treated unfairly (29.4%). A number around 30% seems to be a relative constant when it comes to the percentage of youth who believe that they have been treated unfairly by law enforcement.

Question 13 asked whether or not teens surveyed had ever actually been treated unfairly by a law enforcement officer, to which slightly over half (51.9%) answered no, 29.4% said yes, and 18.7% were not sure. Because the question asked whether or not an incident in which a teen had actually been treated unfairly had occurred as opposed to some of the other questions that asked more hypothetical questions, the fact that almost 30% of teens feel they have been treated unfairly and another 18% are not sure shows that there is clearly a problem, be it unfair treatment, teens perception of what officer’s are doing and what is fair, or, most likely, a combination of the two. 
For school breakdowns, Acalanes and Las Lomas both had higher percentages of yes and lower percentages of no, showing students at both schools feel they have been treated unfairly at a higher rate than at the other schools. Antioch and Deer Valley both were about even with the overall percentages, while Monte Vista, Alhambra, Freedom, and De Anza were all below the overall for yes and above for no, showing that fewer teens from those schools feel they have been treated unfairly. At El Cerrito the percentages for yes and no were both slightly below the overall, with a bigger increase in maybe, while at Clayton Valley there were more teens who said yes and fewer who said maybe, while the same percentage said no, they had not been treated unfairly. Broken down by ethnicity, Caucasians said they had been treated unfairly at the same percentage as the overall, and a higher percentage than normal said no. Hispanics were about equal with the overall, and those who marked other had a slightly lower percentage of yes and of no. Asians and to a lesser extent Pacific Islanders had a higher percentage of no and a lower percentage of yes, with Asians coming in about 10% off of both marks. African-Americans were the furthest from the overall, as 46.3% marked yes, up from 29.4%, and 31.3% marked no, down from 51.9%. The most noticeable trends from the ethnicity breakdown were that African-Americans felt that they had been unfairly on more occasions and Asians felt they had been treated fairly on fewer occasions.

Question #14: Have you ever been treated unfairly based on your (check all that apply):
Ethnicity - 464

Gender - 269

Gender Identity - 48

Sexual Preference - 34

Age - 909

Question 14 asked if teens had been treated unfairly based on one or more of several factors, including ethnicity, gender, gender identity, sexual preference, age, or other. By far the biggest factor was age, with 909 teens feeling they had treated unfairly. Second was ethnicity with 464 teens, followed by gender with 269 teens. 48 teens said that they had been discriminated against for their gender identity and 34 said that they were discriminated against for their sexual preference. Though it’s not surprising that age, ethnicity, and gender were the top three, the amount of teens that said age as opposed to ethnicity was 2 to 1 and age to gender was 3 to 1. This shows that age is by far the biggest perceived factor for discrimination, which highlights the problem this survey was designed to expose and explore.

Question #15: Have you ever been sexually harassed by a law enforcement official?

Question 15 asked whether or not teens had been sexually harassed by a law enforcement officer, and 95% said no, while 1.7% said yes and 3.1% said maybe. The overwhelming majority of no’s and low percentage of yes’ shows that sexual harassment is not a widespread problem, but still something that occurs occasionally and because of the severity of it should still be examined. 
Question #16 and Question #17 are open ended responses. Question 16 asked respondents to describe, in a word or short phrase, their feelings about law enforcement. Question 17 asked the respondents to share any comments about the law enforcement officials in their areas. The responses can be viewed in Appendix B.  The range of the responses varied from positive to negative with many different and revealing responses that give a unique insight into the rational behind some students’ survey answers.
Analysis by Race and Ethnicity
Caucasians
The results for Caucasian students usually followed the trends of the general survey. Caucasian students were 4 percent more likely to say that they had at least one positive experience with law enforcement and were 3 percent less likely to say that they had been treated unfairly by law enforcement.

African-Americans
Of all those included in the survey, students who identified themselves as African-American held the least positive views of law enforcement. Almost 57 percent believed they would be treated unfairly or very unfairly, as compared to only 31.6 percent for all students. 46.3 percent of all African-American students surveyed reported that they were personally treated unfairly by a law enforcement official, while only 29.5 percent of Caucasians reported being treated unfairly. A greater percentage of African-American students also reported having negative interactions with law enforcement and were less likely to report having even one positive experience with a law enforcement official. In the area of traffic stops, African-American students were more likely to believe that law enforcement targeted youth for stops. Additionally, African-American youth were the most likely of any ethnic subgroup to report being stopped by the law enforcement and were less likely to feel that the stop was justified. 41.3 percent of African-American students reported that the attitude of the law enforcement official involved in the stop was disrespectful, while only 29.6 percent of Caucasian students reported being treated disrespectfully.  

Asians
Interesting and statistically significant results among Asian students include the fact that Asian students were 10 percent less likely to report a positive interaction with law enforcement than all those surveyed, they were almost 10 percent less likely to report being stopped while driving, and they were 8 percent less likely to 

report being treated unfairly by law enforcement.
Hispanics
Results among Hispanic students reveal that they were 4 percent less likely than the total sample to report being treated fairly by law enforcement. They were also less likely to report having a single positive interaction with law enforcement. In the area of traffic stops, Hispanics were slightly less likely to report being stopped, but they were slightly more likely to say that they felt the stop was unjustified.

Native Americans
Due to the extremely limited sample size, the results are not statistically significant.

Pacific Islanders
Students who identified themselves as Pacific Islanders were 9 percent less likely to report negative personal interactions with law enforcement. Additionally, 63.2 Pacific Islanders reported that they had never been treated unfairly by law enforcement, as compared to only 51.9 percent of the total sample.

Analysis by School
Overall Perception of Law Enforcement

Over 50% of the students at each of the ten schools surveyed believed they would be treated fairly during a law enforcement interaction.  In fact, only two schools (Acalanes and El Cerrito) reported expectations of being treated fairly less than 60%.  Of all the schools, Alhambra and Freedom reported the highest expectation of being treated fairly. The schools reported an average rating for law enforcement ranging from 4.21 to 6.01.  With a rating of 5 being neutral, most schools have average opinions around this area.  None of the schools have either an extremely positive or extremely negative opinion of law enforcement.  Acalanes and El Cerrito, however, have the worst opinions of law enforcement, while Alhambra and Freedom have the best opinions.

Interactions with Law Enforcement

Positive interactions with law enforcement by school ranged from 12-35%, negative interactions from 15-35%, and neutral interactions from 49-60%.  All of the schools responded as having primarily neutral interactions with law enforcement.  Alhambra and Freedom reported having had the most positive interactions with law enforcement; Acalanes and De Anza had the fewest positive interactions.  Las Lomas and De Anza had the most neutral interactions; Alhambra and Freedom had the fewest neutral interactions.  Acalanes and El Cerrito had the most negative interactions; Antioch and Freedom had the fewest negative interactions. 
School Resource Officers

Over half of the respondents of the schools (except Acalanes) believed having a school resource officer or law enforcement on campus was a good idea.  Acalanes was the obvious exception, with only 18.1% of respondents supporting law enforcement on campus. This comports with the overall trend towards positive interactions with school resource officers.
Summary of School-Based Trends

Alhambra, Freedom, and Las Lomas had relatively higher opinions of law enforcement while Acalanes, De Anza, and El Cerrito had lower opinions.  This was evident in most of the survey’s questions.  Alhambra and Freedom consistently reported the highest expectations of law enforcement.  Las Lomas also had high expectations.  On the other side of the spectrum, Acalanes was consistent in its lower opinions of law enforcement and lack of support for on campus officers.  To a lesser extent, El Cerrito and De Anza have lower expectations of and more negative interactions with law enforcement.

Recommendations

Overview

The results of this particular survey are in no way conclusive about the actual treatment of youth in Contra Costa County by law enforcement. The survey simply provides a glimpse into young people’s perceptions of law enforcement. As such, the Commission’s recommendations focus more on improving the relationship between law enforcement and youth in the county, rather than trying to change the practices or traditions of law enforcement agencies in Contra Costa County.

African-American Relations with Law Enforcement

Of all of the races included in the survey, African-American students were the most dissatisfied with law enforcement. Clearly, African-American youth and law enforcement agencies do not currently have positive relationships. A poor relationship between African-American youth and law enforcement foreshadows larger issues when young African-Americans reach adulthood. Thus, the Commission recommends an expansion of currently existing programs targeted at strengthening positive relationships between African-American youth and law enforcement. Whether through informal programs or special workshops, greater interaction between African-American youth and law enforcement agencies can help to decrease animosity between the two groups and will likely provide a significant public safety benefit.
Resource Officers

One of the bright spots while analyzing the survey results was the fact that almost 96% of students reported that they had a resource officer on campus, and more than 80% of students believed that having resource officers on campuses is a good idea. While it is clear that having resource officers on campuses has had a beneficial effect on students, more can be done. For example, resource officers can be encouraged to have greater involvement with students on campuses through directing traffic after school or being available during lunch and brunch times for informal consultations. For students who feel uncomfortable directly interacting with a school resource officer, a drop box for questions should be made available and the answers published in the school’s newspaper. Furthermore, individual school administrations should aggressively publicize and welcome resource officers to campuses, either through public introductions or welcome announcements and videos. Greater interaction between officers and students in non-enforcement situations will help to foster better relationships between the two groups. School resource officers should be as available to students as possible and should actively reach out to students rather than simply providing campus security. 
Creating Positive Youth – Law Enforcement Interactions
Today, few students have involvement with law enforcement officers outside of traffic stops or other enforcement related activities. This may negatively affect their perceptions of law enforcement. One of the ways the Commission believes this problem can be remedied is through interactions outside of these situations. Thus, the Commission recommends an expansion of programs such as the sports events and day trips sponsored by Brentwood Police Activities League. Additionally, local departments should take advantage of their presence in schools to conduct “meet and greet events” such as the annual barbeque hosted by the Orinda Police at Miramonte High School. Additional suggested programs include holding roundtable discussions with high school leadership and journalism classes, youth clubs and civic organizations, and other groups of young people, in order to gauge youth opinions and engage in a positive dialogue. These sessions could help to reduce the number of misconceptions youth have about law enforcement and vice versa. Spending just a few minutes outside of an enforcement related situation with young people could go a long way towards improving the perception of law enforcement in the County.

Partnerships with Youth
In addition to simply creating non-enforcement interactions, law enforcement agencies should seek to partner with youth to address issues of mutual concern. Potential partnerships could focus on addressing substance abuse, school safety, gang violence, and sexual violence. Partnerships could even focus on improving youth-law enforcement relations in specific areas or with specific groups of people. These partnerships will have the dual benefit of bringing new voices into the discussion of solutions for critical problems and of creating a sense of a shared goal between young people and law enforcement. The Commission should facilitate the creation and maintenance of such partnerships and should serve as a clearinghouse for any recommendations or programs that these partnerships develop which are applicable to the entire county. 

Explanations for Traffic Stops

One of the largest frustrations for teenagers being stopped by law enforcement either during traffic stops or simply on the street was a lack of understanding of the reason for the stop. Although the large majority of officers probably do inform young people why they are being stopped, this area should be further emphasized to law enforcement when dealing with youth in general so that the perception that law enforcement is “targeting of youth” can be further reduced.
